Safety and cleaning

Important safety instructions

When setting up and using your Megalas-HR-400, remember the following:

M Read user’s guide carefully before you plug your Megalas-HR-400 power cord into a power
outlet.

M Keep user’s guide handy for reference by you and others.
Follow all instructions and warnings dealing with your Megalas-HR-400.

M Warning: Electrical equipment may be hazardous if misused.
Operation of this device, must always be supervised by an adult. Do not allow children access
to the interior of any electrical product and do not permit them to handle any cables.

Warning: Laser beam

M Avoid direct eye exposure to the laser beam.

M Because some Megalas-HR-400 lasers emit invisible infrared light, the usage of Megalas-HR-
400 must proceed with appropriate care and caution. Invisible infrared laser light penetrating the
eye may cause serious harm after extended exposure. Therefore, the use of the optional laser
safety goggles for the patient and clinician is advised.
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Using the power cord
M The only way to shut off power completely is to disconnect it from the power source.

M When connecting or disconnecting your power adapter, always hold the power adapter by
its sides. Keep fingers away from the metal part of the plug.

About operating and storage temperatures
M Operate your Megalas-HR-400 in a place where the temperature is always between 0 and

50° C (32 to 122° F).

M Store your Megalas-HR-400 in a place where the temperature is always between -20 and
85° C (-4 to 185° F).
When you are using your Megalas-HR-400, it is normal for the case to get warm.

Avoid wet locations
Warning To reduce the chance of shock or injury, do not use your Megalas-HR-400 in or near
/«, Wwater or wet locations.
M Keep your Megalas-HR-400 and power adapter away from sources of liquids, such as drinks,
wash basins, bathtubs, shower stalls, and so on.
¢~ M Protect your Megalas-HR-400 and the power adapter from direct sunlight and rain or other
j/\lt moisture.
® " Take care not to spill any food or liquid on Megalas-HR-400 or its power adapter. If you do,
unplug Megalas-HR-400 before cleaning up the spill.
M Depending on what you spilled and how much of it got into your equipment, you may have to
send your equipment to Konftec for service. See “Learning more, service, and support.”

Cleaning
Follow these general rules when cleaning the outside of your Megalas-HR-400:
M Make sure your Megalas-HR-400 is unplugged.
M Use a damp, soft, lint-free cloth. Avoid getting moisture in openings.
Don't use aerosol sprays, solvents, alcohol, or abrasives.

About handling
